
HPTN068 Retention report

· Table includes HIV-negative participants only (Inappropriately enrolled participants were excluded.)

· Participants are not considered “expected” for a visit until the target window (see below) for the visit has closed. 
· If an expected participant has completed the visit before the allowable window (see below) closes, the participant is considered as “Retained” at that visit. If an expected participant completed the visit before the target window opened, they are considered “Early”; if they completed the visit within the target window, they are considered “On time”; if the visit is completed after the target window closes but still within the allowable visit window, they are considered “Late”. 

· Expected participants who have not completed the visit (as of the retention evaluation date) are categorized as “Not done”. These participants are further separated into “allowable window still open” and “allowable window closed” subcategories. A participant whose allowable window is still open could still complete her visit before the allowable window closes, and, on the subsequent report, would be counted in the "retained late" category. 
· “Lost to follow-up” is defined as those participants who terminated early from the study. 

· Participants who completed the visit before they are expected for a visit (i.e. before their target window has closed) are reported in the “Not expected but completed” category.  They will be considered as either “Early” or “On time” retained category once their target window is closed.  
HPTN 068 Visit Windows
All visits after enrollment and randomization are based on the enrollment date, which is considered to be day 0. The table below lists the visit target dates, as well as target and allowable visit windows.  Visits should be conducted as close to the target day as possible, and within the target window.  Only use the allowable window when it is not possible to complete the visit within the target window.
